	Magnets
[image: image6.png]Every magnet has a magnetic field around it. Think of a magnetic
field as many invisible lines that loop from the north pole to the
south pole of a magnet, and then through the magnet. When
two magnets interact, it is actually the magnetic fields of the two
magnets that interact.

Earth is a giant magnet. Magnets all over the planet line up with
Earth’s magnetic field. The north pole of every free-rotating magnet
points to the magnetic north pole of Earth. That’s why a compass
is a good tool for keeping track of direction. A compass needle will
point toward Earth’s magnetic north pole.
