dreamed of becoming a doctor. There was just
one problem: No medical school in the U.S.
would accept a woman as a student. Blackwell
convinced several doctors to teach her
privately. Then, in 1847, she was accepted by
a small college in New York. She graduated at
the top of her class.

Blackwell traveled to Paris, France,
where she studied at a hospital. Even after
losing her sight in one eye, Blackwell did not
give up her work as a doctor. In the 1850s, she
returned to the U.S. and established a hospital
for women and children. Today, we remember
Elizabeth Blackwell as the trailblazer who
opened the field of medicine for women in
America.
