hearing gets muffled. Why does this

happen? Normally, the pressure inside your ear
is the same as the air pressure around you. But
on an airplane, the air pressure is changing—
especially as the plane climbs and then lowers
back down to the ground. This changing air
pressure puts uncomfortable pressure on your
eardrum. Usually a few big yawns are enough
to make the feeling go away. Then you might
even hear a pop!
