Elephants are the world’s largest
land animal and can weigh up
to 14,000 pounds. Their massive
bodies are covered with thick,
gray, wrinkled skin. The wrinkles
help the elephant keep cool. Water collects

Mount St. Helens

Mount St. Helens, located in the state of Washington, erupted on May 18,
1980. We usually think that a volcano will blow straight up in the air and red
lava will run down the sides of the mountain. But that is not what happened
with Mount St. Helens. This volcano blew out the side of the mountain and
created the largest landslide in recorded history. Within minutes, the blast of
hot material, moving at about 300 miles an hour, blew down and burned 230
square miles of forest. A mudflow called a lahar filled rivers with rocks, sand,
and mud. Every tree, bush, and flower was gone. Countless animals had been
killed. When it was over, the area looked like the surface of the moon: gray,
covered with ashes, barren, and bleak. Even now, a few decades later, parts of
this area still look this way, drastically changed from the green vibrant forest
that once thrived there.

New Life on Mount St. Helens

Some people learn about the 1980 eruption of Mount St. Helens and focus
on the destruction of 230 square miles of forested land around the mountain.
But the United States Forest Service looked at it differently. First, they salvaged
200 million board feet” of wood from 10,000 acres of trees that had been blown
down. Then they began to plant 10 million trees on 14,000 actes of land. They
have been so successful that they are already beginning to harvest some of the
new trees.

At the very top of the mountain, however, they did not plant. Scientists and
the Forest Service decided to leave this area alone and watch Mother Nature
take her course. They did nothing—no watering, no replanting, offering no help
at all. And what has happened has been remarkable. Although they believe it
will take 200 years for the land to return to its majesty as an oldgrowth forest,
within only five years the area had begun to grow flowers, bushes, and small
trees. Insects and amphibians returned to the area almost immediately. Now,
after only a few decades, there is actually a young forest growing in much of
the blast zone, a tribute to the remarkable ability of the earth to survive and
replenish itself.

*Board foot is a unit of measurement for the volume of lumber in the United States.
Itis the volume of a board that is one foot long, one foot wide, and one inch thick.
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
