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Tropical rain forests are home to more kinds of life than any other
terrestrial environment. At least half of all the different kinds of plants
and animals in the world live in tropical rain forests. Tropical rain
forests are also the winter homes for many birds that live in other
places the rest of the year.

This is where
most of the rain forest ani
Monkeys, sloths, and bats spend most
of their time here. Tree frogs and
snakes live in the treetops along with
toucans, hummingbirds, ants, and
beetles. These are just a few of the
millions of different kinds of animals
that live in the canopy. Orchids,

ferns, and other “air plants” grow on
the branches of the canopy trees. Air
plants use the trees for support and get
water from the falling rain.

‘The layer below the canopy is the
understory. Very little sunlight
makes it through the canopy to the
understory. It is a dark place full of
tree trunks, young thin trees, and
broad-leafed plants that thrive in shady
conditions. A number of these plants
