For example, energy makes things warm. Energy makes things
move. Energy makes sound and light. Energy is everywhere, and

it makes things happen.
There are many ways we can observe energy at work. Some of those

ways are heat, motion, sound, and light. Most of the energy we use
comes from the Sun. Energy comes from the Sun as light and heat.
Light and heat can make things happen. Think about standing in the
sunshine. You can see the light and feel the heat.

Electricity can make light. Electricity can make sound. Electricity can
‘make things move. Electricity can make things hot or cold.

Many electric appliances, such as toasters and lamps, have a cord
with a plug on the end. They are plugged into a wall socket. The
socket is connected to a wire. The wire is connected to a generator
ata power plant many miles away. You are using the electricity as it is
being generated. A lamp uses electric current to produce light. A toaster
uses electric current to produce heat. As long as your lamp or toaster is
connected to the energy source, it will do its work

But what if you want to take your music player with you to the
beach? There is no place to plug in a music player at the beach. But
you can still listen to music. You just need a battery. A battery is a
portable source of stored energy.




[image: image13.png]A battery is a source of stored energy. Batteries are full of chemicals.
The chemicals in a battery can produce electricity. Electricity from
batteries is the same as electricity from a wall socket, but portable.
Electricity makes many things happen. Batteries can make sound in a
music player and light in a flashlight. The stored energy in batteries can
also start a car, power a cell phone, or drive a toy boat across a pond.

Batteries come in all sizes. Hearing aids that it inside a person's ear
have tiny batteries. Batteries that provide the energy to start and drive
cars and buses are large. Hybrid vehicles that run on both an electric
engine and a gasoline engine have lots of batteries to serve different
functions.
