[image: image11.png]@ If you disconnect one of the wires from the lightbulb or from
the D-cell, the lightbulb will stop shining, This is because the
pathway through which the electric current flows to the lightbulb
s broken. A circuit with a break is called an incomplete circuit,
or an open circuit

Itis important where the wires connect to the D-cell and the

lightbulb. One wire must connect to the positive (+) end of the cell
‘The other wire must connect to the negative () end of the cell. The
other end of one of the wires must connect to the metal casing of the
lightbulb. The other end of the second wire must connect to the base
of the lightbulb. These connections make a closed circuit. The electric
current will flow, and the lightbulb will shine.

[image: image12.png]The trick is to use two wires. One wire connects the base of the lightbulb
to one end of the D-cell. The second wire connects the metal casing of

the lightbulb to the other end of the D-cell. This setup results in a bright,
shining lightbulb. It is called a complete circuit, or a closed circuit.
The places on a D-cell and lightbulb where wires touch the component are
called contact points.
