[image: image8.png]Did you know that the Great Pyramid in Egypt is almost completely
solid? The only spaces inside are a few hallways and rooms. The pyramid
is made out of about 2,300,000 blocks of limestone and granite! The average
block weighs about as much as two cars. The largest blocks weigh as much

as six cars.




[image: image9.png]The Taj Mahal in Agra, India, is one of the wonders of the world. Many
agree that it is the most beautiful building of all time. The Taj Mahal’s
designer was Shah Jahan (1592-1666). He built the monument to honor his
wife, Mumtaz Mahal (1593-1631).

The Taj Mahal, which means “Crown Palace,” is made entirely of white
marble. Builders from all over the Middle East worked 22 years to make it.
Inside the Taj Mahal, colorful marble was cut and pieced together like a
puzzle. Forty-three different kinds of gemstones were used for decoration.




[image: image10.png]George Washington died in 1799 at his home in Virginia. That year,
Congress voted to move his body to the capital city. They wanted to bury
it under a marble monument. But Washington’s body was never moved,
and 85 years passed before a monument was completed. During that time,
politicians fought. There were problems raising money for the monument.
Sometimes there weren't enough railway cars to deliver the marble. For

2 decades, work stopped completely.
